F2.8b Explosive Substances Permit


Explosive substances as per the IMDG Code are solid or liquid substances (or a mixture of substances) which in themselves are capable by chemical reaction of producing gas at such a temperature and pressure and at such a speed as to cause damage to the surroundings. Explosive substances are governed by the Dangerous Goods Safety (Explosives) Regulations 2007 which is supported by AS 3846—2005: The handling and transport of dangerous cargoes in port area.
This Permit must be submitted for all vessels handling or carrying explosives at the Port of Geraldton

· MWPA accepts Class 1.4 explosives with gross quantities up to ten tonne.

· MWPA accepts Class 1.1, 1.2, 1.3 1.5 and 1.6 explosives with gross quantities up to one kilogram.

· If quantities of explosives exceed the above limits, this permit must be submitted with seven days’ notice and must also contain a full risk assessment.

· Further to this, when quantities exceed the set limits the following requirements of the Dangerous Goods Safety Regulations (2007) will arise:
· 111H
Fire control equipment required at berth

· 111I
Emergency plan required at berth

· 111J
Information for occupier of site at risk from proximity to berth handing explosives
